TERMS & CONDITIONS

1. BUSINESS FINANCE INTRODUCTION

1.1. The Introducer is a licensed finance broker and wishes to introduce applications to CAL on behalf of the Introducer’s clients (“Borrower/s”).  This contract will regulate the relationship between the Introducer and CAL.

1.2. The Introducer will act as the agent of a Borrower in its dealings with CAL.

1.3. The Introducer is an independent contact with respect to CAL and nothing contained in this Contract shall be construed as giving rise to any relationship of partnership, agency, employment or joint venture between the Introducer on the one hand and CAL on the other.

1.4. The Introducer must not hold itself out or otherwise do or make or permit or acquiesce in the doing or making of any act or statement which would lead another person to believe that the Introducer was a partner, agent, employee or joint venture of CAL.  The Introducer has no authority to act on behalf of CAL in any capacity or to bind CAL to any arrangement with any party.

1.5. Without limiting any other provision in this Contract, the Introducer shall be responsible for all of the acts, omissions and defaults of the Introducer’s representatives and any act, matter, thing, default or omission by or on behalf of an Introducer’s representatives shall be deemed, for all purposes, to be an act, matter, thing, default or omission by the Introducer.

2. COMMISSION

2.1. Commissions may be paid by CAL in consideration of introductions made.

2.2. Commissions will be outlined and agreed in advance of CAL commencing work on behalf of the Introducer’s client.

2.3. The agreed commission will be paid upon completion of the loan subject to CAL being in receipt of cleared funds from the lender and/or client in respect of fees and commissions due and negotiated.

3. OBLIGATIONS OF INTRODUCER

3.1. The Introducer will (and will ensure that all of the Introducer’s Representatives will) at all times and in all things fulfil its obligations under this contract with a high degree of professional skill, care and diligence and in accordance with good mortgage practice and management practice and so as to protect the interests CAL.

3.2. Without limiting the general obligations under clause 3.1, the Introducer will (and will ensure that the Introducer’s Representatives will):

3.2.1. provide to CAL all information that comes to the Introducer’s attention which may be relevant

3.2.2. comply with all applicable laws and regulations in the conduct of its business

3.2.3. protect the privacy of personal information about any party received or created and ensure that such information is kept securely and destroyed securely

3.2.4. ensure that all relevant licences, registrations, permits and authorities for the conduct of the business are held to perform its obligations under this Contract act honestly in its dealings with all parties and not engage in misleading, deceptive or unethical conduct

3.2.5. assist in the resolution of any complaint made by any person or any dispute resolution process undertaken by CAL or any enquiry or investigation required by any authorised body

4. WARRANTIES BY INTRODUCER

4.1. The Introducer warrants, represents and undertakes to CAL that:

4.1.1. it has been formed in accordance with all legal and statutory requirements relevant to it, its mode of operation and its fields of financial and business operations and it is presently existing and operating in accordance with all legal and statutory requirements and holds all necessary licences, permits or other authorisations in respect thereof

4.1.2. it is empowered and has full power and authority to enter into and be bound by the terms and conditions of this Contract

4.1.3. no disciplinary processes or legal actions are pending against the Introducer which may affect this Contract

5. TERMINATION OF CONTRACT

5.1. This Contract may be terminated on notice by either party to the other
